On April 22nd and 23rd, Student Council members 
James OõSullivan (Chairperson) and Bobby Crowley 
proudly represented our school at the annual assembly 
of the Irish Second-Level Studentsõ Union (ISSU), 
known as An Chomhdháil Bhliantúil. This significant 
event in the national student calendar spanned two days, 
beginning with a virtual session conducted via Zoom 
and culminating in an in-person gathering at Liberty 
Hall, Dublin. 

Throughout the assembly, James and Bobby were actively involved in a wide range of discussions and 
decision-making processes. They participated in numerous important votes that contributed to shaping 
the direction of the ISSU. These votes included the proposal and amendment of Directive Mandates 
and Directive Policies, as well as substantial Constitutional Amendments aimed at refining and improv-
ing the unionõs governance structure. 

One of the key outcomes of the event was the election of members to the 2025/2026 Coiste Gnóñthe 
executive body of the ISSU. This team of elected officers is collectively entrusted with guiding the or-
ganization for the upcoming year and individually responsible for managing specific areas within the 
unionõs remit. Their leadership is vital in advocating for student rights and ensuring the student voice is 
heard on a national level. 

The assembly was not only productive but also highly engaging, featuring a range of insightful guest 
speakers. Among them were representatives from Studyclix, the official event sponsor, who provided 
valuable academic support resources, and Helen McEntee TD, the newly appointed Minister for Educa-
tion and Youth, whose presence underscored the importance of student representation in shaping edu-
cational policy. 

Both Council members found the experience to be immensely enriching and expressed their sincere 
gratitude for the opportunity to take part. The event offered them a unique platform to engage with fel-
low student leaders from across the country, contribute meaningfully to national student advocacy ef-
forts, and bring back new insights to benefit our own school community.

Over the last 2 years, two groups of teachers have been involved in Maynooth Universityõs TL21 programme 
which is focused on developing teaching & learning in our schools!. One team have been busy looking at the 
use of Rubrics to help students with formative assessment - knowing the different factors / features which 
make a good answer! All departments are building up a bank of rubrics that can be used to support students 
as they work through different tasks. 

 
Our other TL21 team looked at Exam Literacy and introduced the 
BUG technique for reading exam questions, improving studentsõ un-
derstanding of different command/question words - you should now 
see these posters in your classrooms & in your school journal! The 
team also met with Parents to showcase our Study Skills padlet - 
available on the school website! The team also worked with our EAL 
teachers to create useful Language Support Booklets to support our 
EAL students settling into De La Salle College. 
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Pocket Forests: Ty Students Take Climate Action  

In January, we welcomed Catherine and the team from Pocket Forests 
back to our school for an exciting planting workshop. This time, TY2 
and TY4 students got their hands dirty planting over 75 native trees in a 
designated clearing enriched with leaf mulch collected last October.

We were also delighted to host 
teachers from neighbouring schools and members of the local Lions 
Club, who attended to learn more about the Pocket Forests process 
with a view to starting similar projects in their own communities. 

Catherine returned to help stu-
dents identify the growing trees and assess the health of our mini forest. We are thrilled to report that the 
trees are thrivingñand even better, weõve spotted pollinators enjoying the habitat too!

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Games Club Builds Bridges of Compassion 

This year, our Transition Year students launched a lunchtime Games 
Club to promote connection, fun, and friendship across year groups. 
After securing funding and support from the Parentsõ Association, the 
TY students organised and ran a Games League competition over a 
three-block period. Each week, teams played scheduled board games 
such as Connect 4, Guess Who, Uno, and Chess against a different team. 
The goal was simple: to encourage students to make new friends and 
connect with peers from other year groups in a relaxed and inclusive 
setting.  

The Games League was entered into the national Lasallian competition 
under the theme òBridges of Compassion". We were proud to learn that 
our project was selected as one of just three to represent the school at 
the national round, where it received a Highly Commended Award on the day. 

The heart of De La Salle has always been our vibrant and caring student body, and this initiative perfectly captured 
that spirit. Through games carefully chosen for their interactive and collaborative nature, TY students built bridges 
across differences, guided younger students, and created an environment of fairness, fun, and mutual respect.

Transition Year science students have completed some amazing experiments in 
molecular biology this year. Using equipment on loan from UCD, these young 
scientists in Mr Cronin and Ms McDonaghõs classes have learned micropipetting 
skills and used gel electrophoresis kits to run DNA profiles. 
 

Students in TY1 and TY6 used a PCR machine to detect the gene that causes some people to taste a bitter 
compound (PTC), which is commonly found in vegetables like broccoli and cabbages. They are the among 
the first students in the country to use a PCR machine in secondary school!
